Child Care Supply Estimate

Becky handed out comparison tables showing 2004 and 2005 supply estimates.  The group reviewed the change in number of slots for 2005 and had some questions about the accuracy of the state average number of slots/100 children.  Becky will check the numbers again and will report back to the group.  Supply trends indicate family child care numbers going down, and certified centers and family child care homes increasing.
To set target supply numbers by county, the vision is to assist counties in setting educated/informed goals, and for the CCRP to track the achievement of these by looking at:

· Usage over time
· Supply over time

· Mother’s level of education over time

· Female participation in employment over time

Quality Indicators Project Evaluation
Bobbie talked about the need to develop the evaluation design for the Quality Indicators Project right away so that baseline data can be collected soon.  She and Clara have started on the design.  Bobbie will bring a draft to the September meeting.  The group agreed that with limited funds ($25,000) we should look for a research free-lance consultant to do the evaluation.
