       1.0  The following definitions may be amended from time to time by        

       the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) or the               

       Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), the Contractor shall be            

       responsible for complying with the most recent laws and regulations.      

       1.1  Ballast: Fluorescent light ballast means a device that               

       electrically controls fluorescent light fixtures and that includes a      

       capacitor containing 0.1 kg or less of dielectric.                        

       1.2  Battery: means a device consisting of one or more electrically       

       connected electrochemical cells which is designed to receive, store,      

       and deliver electric energy.  An electrochemical cell is a system         

       consisting of an anode, cathode, and an electrolyte, plus such            

       connections (electrical and mechanical) as may be needed to allow         

       the cell to deliver or receive electrical energy.  The term battery       

       also includes an intact, unbroken battery from which the electrolyte      

       has been removed. (40CFR273.6)                                            

       1.3  Electric Lamp: means the bulb or tube portion of a lighting          

       device specifically designed to produce radiant energy, most often        

       in the ultraviolet (UV), visible, and infra-red (IR) regions of the       

       electromagnetic spectrum.  Examples of common electric lamps              

       include, but not limited to incandescent, fluorescent, high               

       intensity discharge, and neon lamps. OAR 340-113-020(2)                   

       1.4  Mercury Containing Lamp: means an electric lamp in which             

       mercury is purposely introduced by the manufacturer for the               

       operation of the lamp. OAR 340-113-020(3)                                 

       1.5  PCB's mean Polychlorinated Biphenyls.                                

       1.6  PCB Item is defined as any PCB Article, PCB Article Container,       

       PCB Container, or PCB Equipment, that deliberately or                     

       unintentionally contains or has a part of it any PCB or PCBs.             

       1.7  PCB Transformer means any transformer that contains 500 PPM PCB      

       or greater.                                                               

       1.8  RCRA means the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act

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       1.9  Thermostat: means a temperature control device that contains         

       metallic mercury in a ampule attached to a bimetal sensing element,       

       and mercury-containing ampules that have been removed from these          

       temperature control devices in compliance with the requirements of        

       40 CFR 273.13(c)(2) or 273.33(c)(2),(40CFR 273.6 (c)).                    

       1.10  Universal Waste: means any waste that is a universal waste          

       listed in 40 CFR 273.1 and OAR 340-113-010 and subject to the             

       universal waste requirements of 40 CFR Part 273 and OAR 340 Division

       2.1  The State of Oregon, its agencies and political subdivisions         

       have a need for the collection, recycling and disposal of various         

       hazardous materials.

         2.1.1  RESPONSIBILITIES OF VENDOR:  The successful Vendor(s) shall      

       be responsible for coordinating with each facilities manager or the       

       individual tenants of State owned or leased facilities to determine       

       which materials are to be collected and the placement of containers       

       for the listed item(s).
