Continued education requirement for all licensed landscape
construction professionals (see article in this edition).
Change of terminology: Change individual landscape contractor
to “landscape construction professional” and change landscaping
business to “landscape contracting business”. Please note it is the
business that is the contracting agent, not the individual.
Probationary License. As of January |, 2008 an individual does not
have to meet the education and experience requirements that are
currently in place in order to sit for the All Phase plus Backflow
examination. However, the individual has one year from the date of
first sitting to pass all the sections after which the individual will be
granted a probationary license. The probation can be removed after
two years, if the individual:

a. Works as an employee of a licensed landscape contracting
business under the direct supervision of a non-probation
landscape construction professional for 24 months; or

b. Works as an employee of a licensed landscape contracting
business where the individual serves as the phase basis of
the business and supervises the landscape operations of the
business, but the business must carry a $15,000 bond and can
only perform landscape projects that are $15,000 or less for a
period of 24 months; or

c. Starts his/her own landscape contracting business but the
business must carry a $15,000 bond and can only perform
landscape projects that are $15,000 or less for a period of 24
months; or

d. Actively operates as a construction contractor licensed with
the construction contractors Board for a period of 24 months.

Owner/Managing employee testing. As of January |, 2008 any
landscape contracting business that is owned by an individual who
does not hold the landscape construction professional license must
have an owner or designated managing employee take a course and
pass an examination before a license will be issued to this business.
This does not remove the requirement that the business either be
owned or employ a licensed landscape construction professional to
supervise the landscape operations and the unlicensed employees of
the landscape contracting business.

Limitations on Bond. Non-owner claimants who file a claim with
the LCB can only access up to $3000 of the bond, letter of credit

or certificate of deposit on file with the LCB. Though these types

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Continuing E ducation Requircment

On June 22, 2007 the Governor signed House Bill 2538 into law. This new law requires all licensed
landscape construction professionals to complete continuing education hours every year and
requires the Landscape Contractors Board (LCB) to adopt rules establishing the continuing education
requirements.

On December |4,2007 the LCB adopted the following rules:

I. All landscape construction professionals must complete 20 hours of continuing education hours
(CEH) every 2 years.

2. A minimum of 4 CEH are required in subjects related to landscape contracting business practice
and a minimum of 8 CEH are required in subjects related to the technical area of landscape
construction. The remaining hours may be in either of the above subjects or in subjects
including, but not limited to workplace safety, environmental & sustainable landscape practices
and/or community service. See the newly adopted rules on the LCB website for examples of
these courses.

3. Even numbered licensed landscape construction professionals must complete and report 10 CEH
by their first renewal in 2010 with a minimum of 2 hours in business practice and 4 hours in the
technical area of landscape construction. After 2010 even numbered licensees must complete
and report the full 20 CEH with the renewal every even numbered year thereafter (2012, 2014,
etc.)

4. Odd numbered licensed landscape construction professionals must complete and report 20 CEH
by their first renewal in 201 | and every odd numbered year thereafter (2013, 2015, etc.).

5. All programs must be approved by the LCB. See the LCB website for a listing of approved
course providers. Licensees that take a course that is not pre-approved may submit the required
information within 7 days of taking the course to request that a course be approved.

6. Licensees are required to maintain a record of attendance for a minimum of 2 years following
the renewal date.

7. A percentage of licensees will be audited to verify compliance with
the CEH requirement. This audit will be random. When audited a
licensee must submit documentation to show proof of completion
(a certificate of attendance) within 20 days of the request. If
documentation is incomplete, the licensee must correct the
deficiency within 30 calendar days. Misrepresentation or failing to
meet the continuing education requirement may result in a civil
penalty and suspension or revocation of the landscape construction
professional license.

WHAT DID YOU REALLY SIGN UF FOR?z

A common perception about licensing with the State Landscape Contractors Board (LCB) is that the
board will somehow “protect” the landscape construction professional and landscape contracting
business by making sure that everyone who performs landscape work is licensed. The Board strives to
catch all the "bad guys” out there and with the industry’s help we are making headway in that direction.
It is an uphill battle and with the demand for landscape construction work on the rise and the number of|
licensed landscape contracting businesses being limited, the challenge continues to grow.

What is ironic about this is that many who violate the law are not registered with any licensing agency
nor are they listed in any data base that would give the board some way of informing them that they are
or may be in violation of Oregon Law. However, if any “licensed” landscape construction professional
or any “licensed” landscape contracting business violates the law they are easily identified, tracked and
found since they are listed in a data base. So what did you sign up for anyway?

What licensing really means is that those that are licensed are well informed about doing business in
Oregon, believe consumer protection is important; demonstrate competency and accountability in
their workmanship and work hard at demonstrating ethical business practices for both their clients and
employees. It is the LCB’s mission to promote that type of business practice and consumer protection
in Oregon, and as a licensee, you have asked the LCB to intervene in your business affairs for that
purpose and sometimes that can result in action not to your liking. That action can be avoided if you
continue to remain well informed and willing to comply with the laws that govern this industry.

It’s a huge commitment to “sign on” to be licensed, but it shows a willingness to be distinct,
accountable and fiscally responsible for the work you perform in a landscape contracting business.

It’s the Board’s honor to serve you, our clients, who have shown this type of commitment. You are the
model for a professional industry.
