Category 1 Examples

Plan Preparation and Adoption


Preparation, update, and adoption of a transportation system plan (TSP) that complies with the provisions of the Transportation Planning Rule (TPR) and implements the 1999 Oregon Highway Plan, generally including:
· Analysis or modeling to determine transportation needs.

· Planning for arterial and collector streets.

· Master planning for local streets.

· Bike and pedestrian plans.

· Public transportation plans required by OAR 660-012-020(2)(c).
· Demand management plans and parking plans (MPO areas and urban areas of 25,000 or more).

· Highway segment designations that implement the 1999 Oregon Highway Plan.

· In the Portland Metropolitan area, amendment of local TSPs and/or ordinances to comply, and be consistent with, the Regional Transportation Plan.

· In metropolitan areas, development and adoption of ameasure for increasing convenience and availability of alternative modes of transportation.


Implementing Measures


Development and adoption of ordinances and other measures required by the TPR or that otherwise implement a TSP or the 1999 Oregon Highway Plan, including:
· Ordinances to preserve transportation corridors or protect transportation facilities for their planned use, including access control measures.

· Regulations to assure that amendments to planned land use designations, densities, and design standards are consistent with the planned functions, capacities, and performance standards of transportation facilities.

· Ordinance provisions to allow planned facilities or revision of street design standards.

· Regulations to assure local street connectivity.

· Subdivision, site, and design standards that encourage safe and convenient transit, bicycle, and pedestrian access and circulation as required by OAR 660-012-0045.

· Capital improvement plans, transportation system development charges, redevelopment programs, and other funding plans and programs.

· Detailed street design plans (e.g., right-of-way cross sections, curb radii, median design, transit facilities, crosswalks, rail grade crossings, landscaping, lighting, etc.)

· Intergovernmental and cooperative agreements that address road or transit planning.

Refinement Planning


Preparation and adoption of plans that refine an adopted TSP, including:
· Highway segment designation plans, including plans for special transportation areas, urban business areas, commercial centers and expressways.

· Plan refinements to be consistent with or to implement the 1999 Oregon Highway Plan (e.g., interchange management plan, local street network plan, access control measures, roadway design guidelines, etc.).

· Transportation system refinement planning described in OAR 660-012-0025.

· Planning for bicycle and pedestrian improvements as part of a Safe Routes to Schools plan

· Detailed project or facility improvement plans that result in resolving important transportation and land use issues required to move projects forward toward funding consideration.

· Public transit, transportation demand management, or parking plans necessary to comply with the TPR.

· Access management plans.
· Refinement plans to balance the needs of different transportation modes, including issues related to freight mobility, local circulation and accessibility, and rail grade crossing safety.

�“Safe Routes to Schools” is a federal program which provides funding support for a variety of measures – including education, enforcement and construction funding - to increase opportunities for children to safely walk and bicycle to school.    TGM grant funding can help cities and counties work with school districts to identify specific transportation improvements that should be included in the local transportation system plan – such as sidewalk and walkway improvements, street crossing improvements, bikeways or bike lanes.
