Category 2 Examples

Plan Preparation and Adoption


Development and adoption of integrated land use and transportation plans, including:
· Corridor plans (e.g., addressing land use to help resolve inconsistencies with planned transportation facilities; planning for compatible land uses along state highways).

· Management plans for special transportation areas, urban business areas, and commercial centers, including provision for local circulation, mixed-use pedestrian-friendly development, shared parking (see 1999 Oregon Highway Plan policy 1B as amended, at http://www.oregon.gov/ODOT/TD/TP/orhwyplan.shtml#Registry_of_Highway_Plan_Amendments).
· Specific development and refinement plans for a downtown, transit-oriented development or other commercial or mixed use areas, residential neighborhood, etc.
· Redevelopment plans for urban redevelopment districts.
· In metropolitan areas, development of an integrated land use and transportation plan consistent with OAR 660-012-035(5)(c).

· In non-metropolitan urban areas, development of an integrated land use and transportation plan for an urban area as provided for in OAR 660-012-035(2).

Implementing Measures


Development and adoption of ordinances and other measures that help implement an integrated land use and transportation plan, including:
· Transportation system plan amendments.
· Code amendments.

· Infill and redevelopment strategies.

· Development of funding strategies.

· Detailed development designs.

· Intergovernmental agreements that help local governments achieve an efficient, balanced transportation system.


Refinement Planning


Preparation and adoption of plans that refine an adopted TSP, including:
· Highway segment designation plans, including plans for special transportation areas, urban business areas, commercial centers and expressways.

· Plan refinements to be consistent with or to implement the 1999 Oregon Highway Plan (e.g., interchange management plan, local street network plan, access control measures, roadway design guidelines, etc.).

· Transportation system refinement planning described in OAR 660-012-0025.

· Detailed project or facility improvement plans that result in resolving important transportation and land use issues required to move projects forward toward funding consideration.

· Main Street
 or downtown plans, that include a combination of land use changes and transportation improvements to promote compact, mixed use pedestrian- friendly development in a downtown 

· Public transit, transportation demand management, or parking plans necessary to comply with the TPR.

· Access management plans.
· Refinement plans to balance the needs of different transportation modes, including issues related to freight mobility, local circulation and accessibility, and rail grade crossing safety.
