1. RECOMMENDED ACTION

No formal LCDC action is proposed under this item. The department is seeking initial input on
legislative concepts. There will be further opportunities to review concepts and the department
expects to solicit additional input from a wide variety of sources, including the Local Officials
Advisory Committee and the Citizen Involvement Advisory Committee.

I11.  DESCRIPTION

Initial state agency legislative concept proposals must be filed with the Department of
Administrative Services (DAS) in early April (while a formal submittal date has not been
established for concepts prior to the 2011 session, it is anticipated that early April will be the
deadline for agencies). Once concepts are filed, DAS and the Governor’s Office will determine
which proposals DLCD may submit to legislative counsel for drafting, usually by June. If any
proposed legislative concepts have fiscal implications, DAS requires that the department’s 2011
budget request address these, and that the fiscal estimates be included with the April concept
filing.
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This item is intended to begin the discussion of legislative concepts. Based on this preliminary
discussion, the department will prepare a list of legislative proposals for commission review and
approval at a subsequent meeting.

Managers will meet in early January, in part to discuss ideas for legislative concepts and
policy packages for the 2011 session. The department has solicited ideas from staff, and these
ideas will continue to be discussed in the next few weeks. Based on these discussions, the
department will provide a bulleted list of ideas in order to assist the commission in a
preliminary discussion of legislative concept and budget ideas for the 2011 session.
