This matter is before the Board on its own motion. On this
date the Board affirmed the decision of the City of Medford.
The decision took the form of an ordinance authorizing the
award of a contract for the widening of Crater Lake Avenue.
Part of the widening project would require the removal of
certain trees along Crater Lake Avenue. The Board issued a
stay of work under the contract on November 1, 1983. Because
the Board's  final opinion and order in this matter upholds the
city's decision, there is no longer any reason to maintain the
status quo, that is, to prohibit work under the contract. The
stay 1s dissolved.
