 The notice of intent to appeal the challenged decision was filed on November 1, 2001. On 2 

October 7, 2002, the parties stipulated to an “open-ended” extension of time to file the petition for 3 

review. Stipulated Motion and Order for Extension of Time, 1. That same stipulation stated “[t]he 4 

purpose of the extension is to allow local procedures that may or may not make the appeal moot.” 5
