« Women Business Enterprise (WBE) N This program is regulated byute eligibility requirements rad
applies to businesses owned by women who wish to seek contracting opportunities with city, county,
state, and private industry in Oregon.

If your business is not fegorofit, then you do not qualify for this program and should not submit an
application.

The OMWESB may perform
onsite investigations to verify any of the requirements of this rule.

The average annual gross receipts for a firm and its affiliates foushthaeviscal
years must not exceed the amounts established under SBA's NAICS codes.

(2) The business must be Controlled by one or more Qualifying Individual(s). The Qualifying Individual(s) must establish Minorit
Group or gender status by identificatj US citizenship, birth certificate, driver's license, state identification cards, naturalization
documents, military discharge papers, visa, passport, etc., or evaluation for social and economic disadvantage.
