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A Quick Word About CE Requirements

The Board of Naturopathic Examiners is in the process of amending its licensing rules
concerning Continuing Education (CE).

The amended rules increase the number of CE hours
required for an active license. The increase would be
incremental over four years, beginning with the annual renewal
period that commences on January 1, 2010. The amended rules
also remove certain limitations on how CE credits may be
obtained. Naturopathic physicians should plan their CE activities
i accordingly.

Why does the Board need your address and contact information?
¢ Soyou can receive important and informational Board mailings
¢ So you can receive information on proposed rule changes and have the ability to provide your input
¢ Soyou can be contacted if a complaint is filed against you or you are needed for other Board business
¢ So you can receive your license renewal form in a timely manner

¢ So that you are not in violation of OAR 850-050-0130 which requires all licensees to notify the Board in writing within 30
days of any change of residence, practice and/or mailing address
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CE

Why an increase in CE hours?
Simply put, for increased professionalism.
Who is effected?
All naturopathic physicians holding an active
license will see an increase in the number of
hours annually required. Other licensees will
see that the options for obtaining hours is changing.

When will this new requirement take effect?
New requirements will take effect January 1, 2010

How many hours of CE will be required?
For the annual renewal period beginning on January 1,
2010, you will need to obtain at least 35 hours of
approved CE. At least 10 of these hours must be in
pharmacology and at least 2 of these hours must be in
medical ethics.
Beginning January 1, 2011, you will need to obtain at least
40 hours of approved CE. At least 10 of these hours must
be in pharmacology and at least two of these hours must
be in medical ethics.
As of January 1, 2012, you will need to obtain at least 45
hours of approved CE. At least 10 of these hours must be
in pharmacology and at least two of these hours must be
in medical ethics.
For the annual renewal period beginning on January 1,
2013, and for each annual renewal period thereafter, you
will need to obtain at least 50 hours of approved CE. At
least 10 of these hours must be in pharmacology and at
least two of these hours must be in medical ethics.

Will | be able to get all of my CE credit by taking
online CE classes?
Yes, under the amended rules, it will be possible to
receive all of your required CE credits by taking approved
online classes. Audio and video-taped CE can be used to
satisfy your CE requirement as well. The amended rules
will no longer require in-person or live CE.

Are any other rules effected by this change?
Yes, OAR 850030-0195 reflects this changes for the
active renewal requirement, and OAR 850-035-0230
allows the ND with a natural childbirth certificate to use all
required OB hours to count towards your active renewal.
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FADRBIG CHANGES COMING JANUARY 2010

Will there be a limit to the number of hours | can
obtain in one subject area?
No, the limit on the number of hours you can obtain in any one
subject will be lifted beginning with the 2010 renewal period.
Annually, you can get all of your hours in one subject area, as
long as you make certain that at least 10 of these hours are in
pharmacology and two hours are in ethics.

Besides taking CE classes, what are other ways in
which | can get CE credit?
With the new rule, you may continue to receive CE credit for
participation in Board-approved activities listed in OAR 850-040
-0210(6). These include literature review, writing articles
related to naturopathic medicine, research and teaching. The
amended rules will remove the current upper limit on how
many CE credits may be obtained for literature review and
writing articles with the 2010 renewal. This means that you will
be able to apply for CE credits for the actual time spent on
these activities.

Again, who is effected and when will these changes
take effect?
All licensees holding an active license will be effected by the
changes to your Continuing Education requirements.
Changes to OAR 850040-0210 will take effect January 1, 2010.

| did more than 25 hours of CE, can | use the extra CE
hours for next year?
No, except as approved in OAR 856040-0210(8), which allows
CE obtained in December that is not used in the year it is
obtained may be credited the following year.

Will I have to send all of my course completion
certificates to OBNE?
No, however, in case of an audit, you must keep these
certificates and your personal records for a period of at least
five years.

SUBMISSION
¢ Include a time -based schedule of activity
+ List qualifications of all presenters
+ Remember all programs must be professional level programs,

directed to healthcare professionals and relevant to

+ Pharmacy, OB, Ethics, and Pain specialty credit must be
requested with a detailed time line devoted to each topic

+ Submit your application, with supporting documentation,
within 30 days after completion of CE activity

License Renewal Update and Reminders

In our continuing effort to create a quicker and
more seamless renewal process, the OBNE
encourages all licensees to renew online

Some changes are effective with this renewal

Effective October 1, 2009 SB355 established
a new fee for Naturopathic physicians.

SB 355 establishes in the Department of
Human Services a Prescription Monitoring Program
(PMP) for monitoring and reporting prescription
drugs dispensed by pharmacies in Oregon that are
classified in Schedules Il through IV. The informa-
tion obtained in this program will be available to
Naturopaths and other health care providers for the
purpose of evaluating the need for or providing
medical or pharmaceutical treatment.

As of October 1, 2009, Naturopathic physi-
cians authorized to prescribe or dispense controlled
substances in Oregon are being assessed a $25
per year fee to support this program. This is a
mandatory fee for licensees with a license in Active
status.

By November 1, all licensees should receive
a renewal notice via email to the last email address
on record. If you do not use email, you will be
mailed a paper renewal by November 1. If you have
not received your renewal form by November 15,
you will need to contact the OBNE office. It is your
responsibility to make certain the Board has current
address information on file. OBNE will not be
responsible for undeliverable mailings. If you fail to

submit a completed renewal by December 15, you
will need to submit the late fee and completed
renewal by December 31, 2009. If your renewal is
not postmarked by December 31, your license will
lapse and you will not be able to practice until your
license is brought back to good standing.

+ Contact the Board if you have questions on practice
