1. Fusion Chart Errors  Carolyn asked that corrections to the Fusion Chart be sent to her as soon as possible as the revised version will be posted soon.   

There was a discussion about how to transcript Registry Step 7 into credits.  It was also mentioned that it was important to make sure no college credits were used to obtain Step 7 that would be applied to credit separately.  This works if it is a local student, but not for everyone participating in the registry.  This may need discussion in the Core/Registry work group.  

2. Addition of Schools to the Fusion Chart  We agreed to add Klamath, Treasure Valley and Central Oregon to the fusion chart as they offer full programs.  Those colleges with contract status (Tillamook Bay, Clatsop, Oregon Coast, and Columbia Gorge) may just have a noted section rather than a full listing on the chart.
3. Make 1st Attempt at classes for the “virtual degree.”  We discussed the importance of connecting the student to an advisor.  A possible scenario: the potential student would go to the “Virtual Degree” website and by typing in their zip code either be connected to an advisor from their local college or if not in a local area be assigned to an advisor from the nearest program or in rotation to any of the programs.   Another scenario would be connecting with a trained advisor from their local CCR&R program. Carolyn and Merrily will try to develop possible proposals for the group to consider next time.

After discussion, the group decided to proceed with selecting classes from the chart to make up a DRAFT “Virtual Degree.”  This was done with the understanding that the student would also need to take other general education classes to complete a degree.  It was also discussed that there might be more ECE classes required for this degree rather than as many elective options due to the student not being on campus.  We also agreed that we would want to define competencies for each of the fusion areas, but this would be done after the classes were identified.

See the attached chart (VirtualDegreeClasses.doc) for the classes identified for the DRAFT “Virtual ECE Degree”

We are missing a class on Environments as no college currently has this as an on-line offering.  We also discussed possible choices for example ECE 295 Management for those who want to focus on Administration, HS 154 Community Resources or FN 225 or 230 Foods & Nutrition.  

4. Review objectives for the next 4 conference calls (2 spring , 2 in the fall). We agreed that:

· Virtual Degree will be a separate document for ease of use

· We will collect course descriptions and student outcomes for every course listed in the virtual degree chart in order to develop the competency statements
Get this information to Carolyn by April 5.  (Thank you Laurie for sending SOCC information so promptly.)


Other objectives from GAS:

· Look at course alignment and content.
· Examine course numbering for consistency ands see how this could be addressed.
· Identify the goal, possibly in phases (Certificate, degree, other)
· Look at the CAS system in the Atlas Project which identifies course equivalency between community colleges and Oregon University System colleges.  It is designed for use by individual students.  Basic information is at:  http://www.leg.state.or.us/05orlaws/sess0600.dir/0636ses.pdf

5. Do we need to add additional schools to work group?
