Lanny Quackenbush, Private Forests Operations Unit Manager described the Dorothy English Ballot Measure 37 (BM 37) claim for compensation (agenda item included as Attachment 1).  The claim asserted that certain specified statutes and rules administered by the Department had restricted the claimant’s rights to divide the property into eight parcels and construct a home on each parcel. 

The Department recommended denial of the claim based upon the Forest Practices Act and Oregon Administrative Rules.  Forest Practice regulations do not prohibit conversion to non-forest uses, yet a notification of proposed forest operation is required.  In addition, the Department recommended the Board delegate authority to the State Forester to sign the final order on behalf of the Board.


With assistance from staff and counsel, the Board discussed county land classification, land use, land conversion through commercial harvesting, Goal 4 application.  The Board requested the Department clarify the land use application at the local level versus that for state agency action, relating to section 7 of BM 37, in the staff report (Attachment 3).

Following discussion, and with consensus of the Board, Chair Hobbs ordered:

The final order (Attachment 2), in substantially the form of the draft, is adopted as the Board’s final order.

The State Forester is delegated the authority to sign the final order on behalf of the Board.


There being no further business before the Board, Chair Hobbs adjourned the conference call at 8:55 a.m.
