Decision Making Process Considerations Regarding
  Best Management Practices for Water Quality

Under the Oregon Forest Practices Act
The Board of Forestry will hold a facilitated workshop to discuss the process considerations in decision-making regarding best management practices for water quality under the Oregon Forest Practices Act.  

The objectives of the workshop are to:
1. Develop a clear understanding of the existing approach to decision-making on whether to adopt Best Management Practices (BMPs) under the Forest Practices Act.  This includes addressing how Oregon Revised Statute (ORS) 527.765 and ORS 527.714 were addressed in previous and pending BMP adoption decisions.

2. Identify and agree upon perceived obstacles to BMP adoption under the Forest Practices Act.

3. Develop a clear understanding of the legal relationship between ORS 527.765 and ORS 527.714 in deciding whether to adopt BMPs under the Forest Practices Act.

4. Consider and discuss potential future approaches to decision-making on whether to adopt BMPs under the Forest Practices Act that address, resolve, or eliminate perceived obstacles.

5. Agree upon a future approach to decision-making on whether to adopt BMPs under the Forest Practices Act.

The format for the workshop will include presentations by the Department of Forestry and the Department of Justice, as well as Board discussions with State agency staff, invited stakeholders, and the audience.
