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RipStream Azimuth & Aspect
Aspect: The analysis has not included aspect to this point.  Valley azimuth was determined as a line drawn between the upstream and downstream ends of the treatment reach.  Since the effect of an azimuth of 180 and 0 are equivalent upon a stream, we transformed the azimuth values to take on values of 0 to 90, representing a degree departure of the stream from a north/south orientation.  
The digital photographs that were take were all oriented with the top of the image representing true north.  Shade values were calculated that took into account the path of the sun, and therefore the aspect of the point at which the measurement was taken.
