The Keep Oregon Green Association would like to remind recreationalists of fireworks restrictions on  forested lands in Oregon.  On Oregon Department of Forestry-owned lands in designated recreations areas only, it is legal to possess but not to discharge any firecrackers, explosives, torpedoes, rockets, fireworks, or other substances that could be harmful to visitors or resources.  However, ODF districts do have the ability, during fire season, to prohibit or limit the use of fireworks on forestlands they protect.

It is illegal to use or possess fireworks on State Park lands and on the ocean shore recreation areas.

Fireworks are illegal to possess or discharge on Federal lands.

The Fourth of July is a time for celebrating.  It is also a time when many of us enjoy going into forested areas to enjoy the grandeur of the trees, the beauty of lakes or streams, and the sparkling stars in the nighttime skies.   But if someone is careless, this can all change.  One spark from a fire cracker or sparkler can change all this beauty into a blackened, murky, smoky emptiness.  Just one spark.  And there went your celebration and enjoyment.  Gone – all of it.

Leave fireworks at home where there is no danger of causing the next Oregon wildfire.
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
