Ready Reserve funds are available for critical support functions to staff and aggressively work toward suppressing an emerging fire that will limit acres burned, limit drawdown and lessen the fiscal impact by minimizing resource and property damage.  This funding supports training that increases the pool of qualified individuals for initial and extended attack and lower complexity Type 3 incidents such as:  Firefighter Type 1 & 2, Engine Boss, Strike Team Leader-Engine, Crew Boss, and Task Force Leaders (i.e., S130 Firefighter Training, S-131 Advanced Firefighter Training, S-190 Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior).  

Recipients of the “training” must meet the eligibility criteria identified at the top of this page.  Recipients of the “grant funds” can be fire depts./districts, rangeland associations, Fire Defense Boards, Office of State Fire Marshal, Community Colleges and ODF (ODF will only be eligible to apply to administer a coordinated local training session and ODF employees are not eligible for funding with these grants dollars but are not excluded as a participant trainee).
All courses and instructors MUST meet NWCG standards and the program will be administered by the Oregon Department of Forestry Workforce Capacity Manager in the Protection from Fire Program.
Eligible expenditures:  instructor fees/wages; travel and lodging expenses, training materials/supplies, instruction manuals, instruction videos, meeting room/equipment rentals/fees.

Ineligible expenditures:  normal wages, food stuffs, purchase of equipment (video, computer, projection, etc.).
