Definitions:

Forest Land – Land at least 10% stocked by live trees or land formerly having such cover and not currently developed for non-forest use.

Other Forest Land – Forest land incapable of producing 20 cubic feet per acre per year of industrial wood because of adverse site conditions such as sterile soils, dry climate, poor drainage, high elevation, steepness, or rockiness.  Includes USFS “technically not suitable lands.”

Timber Land – Forest land capable of producing 20 cubic feet or more per acre per year of industrial wood and not withdrawn from timber utilization.  Includes USFS “suitable lands” and is used to calculate the ASQ.  Includes BLM’s PSQ, Matrix, and Adaptive Management Areas.

Reserved Timber Land – Private or public land withdrawn from timber production or utilization but which otherwise qualifies as timber land.  Public lands withdrawn or deferred through statute, ordinance, or administrative order.  Includes USFS “withdrawn” and “not appropriate” lands.  Includes BLM’s Other Forest Lands.

Clear Cutting – A forestry silvicultural practice that removes all or nearly all trees in a stand in a single cutting and replaces the stand by other silvicultural practices.

Partial Cutting – The removal of only some of the trees by any silvicultural method from a stand.  Examples of partial cutting are shelterwood, seed tree, selective, preparation, intermediate, improvement, and salvage cuts.
