• CLEAR DIRECTION. Forest plans show where state forests are 
headed and how the forests will be managed to get there.

• NATIVE WILDLIFE. Harvesting helps develop diverse forest habitats 
for native wildlife, while also generating timber revenue.

• GROWING TREES AND SUNLIGHT. Thinning speeds up growth of 
trees left after harvest; it lets in sunlight for new trees and shrubs.

• OPEN AREAS. Well-planned clearcuts mimic natural disturbances 
like fi re, and open up areas to foraging for deer and elk.
