Smoke Management: As fall came, we successfully managed slash burning within the Smoke
Management program with no smoke related complaints or intrusions in the Sm  oke Sensitive
Receptor Areas (SSRA). We increased our collaboration with local fire departments by adding a
notification to the local 9 -1-1 center in Clackamas County. This resulted in fewer calls and
responses from both the Department of Forestry (  ODF) and our rural fire cooperators to non -
emergency slash burning inquiries.

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FIRE PREVENTION PROGRAM
In 2010 the North Cascade District participated in Smokey meets
numerous fire prevention act ivities. The spring brought with elementary
annual visits to well over 7,500 grade school students school children
with the @deam Teachingd program that involves
numerous rural fire d istricts and the US Forest Service
collaboratively with North Cascade District staff . The
program once again showed its success th rough a
continued reduction inj uvenile caused fires.

ODF fire crews also participated in numerous outreach events including the Molalla Buckeroo
Rodeo, Damascus Day in the Park, Mt . Hood Festival of the Mountain and other small community -
based events. Staff set up b ooths at busy retail stores and events throughout Clackamas County
on weekends to talk about FireW ise principles and to present information on fuels reduction
cost-share programs. These prevention efforts reached over 6000 people.

A review of our Regulated Use sign placement was implemented on the
Molalla unit looking at sign size, location and visibility. More accurate
GPS waypoint tracking was established to create better prevention
planning using GIS. Forest Officers were tasked with reviewing sign
locations and looking fo r better or new signage opportunities and to
prevent redundancies . This project resulted in a few new sign
placements and numerous signs being moved to increase visibility. This
resulted in increased calls from the public asking for more information
about fire restriction s.
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FIRE PREVENTION PROGRAM

The Oregon Garden Fire Prevention and Safety House:

The first full -scale fire prevention and safety house in the nation will become an exhibit
featuring fire -resistant landscaping and building construction on the outside, and home fire
prevention and safety on the inside. The project is being developed by a partnership that
includes The Oregon Garden Foundation, ODF, Office of State Fire Marshal, Oregon State
University, Moonstone Garden Management, and the Federal Emergency Management Agency.
Many other public and private organizations are also supporting t he project. The house is
located on the grounds of The Oregon Garden in Silverton.

A public dedication ceremony took place on October 8 ™ and the project is well into the pla  nning
stages. When completed , the home will de monstrate how any home can be retrofitted to
improve survivability in the event of a wildfire , and the best practices homeow ners can employ
for fire prevention and  safety in the wildland -urban interface .

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PROJECTS & GRANTS - Multnomah County Community Wildfire Protection Plan

The Multnomah County Community Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP) development  was initiated in
August, 2010 when Cindy Kolomechuk was hired to lead the process. Key stakeholders came
together to f orm a steering ¢ ommittee to identify the primary issues and determin e strategies
to addres s them. Core partners on the steering ¢ ommittee include Multhomah County, ODF,
Multnomah County Fire Defense Board, City of Portland, Metro and the United States Forest
Service. The mission of the Multnomah  County CWPP is to integrate wildfire awareness into
public outreach and education, emergency operations and vegetation management programs to
promote actions that create safe communities and a more wildfire resilient landscape.

Multnomah County Fire Departments have also
developed detailed action plans for their specific
service areas.

Chris Paul, Protection Supervisor at Mol alla, provided lead ership in the development of a  wildfire
hazard assessment, including an overall wildfire risk map as well as a &Vildland Urban Interface 8
designation. T his hazard assessment assisted fire d epartments in identifying the ~ &ommunities
at Riskdthroug hout Multhomah County which will be targeted for wildfire prevention programs

as time and funding allows . Chris also worked with Metro, Portland Parks and R ecreation and
other natural resource agencies to integrate fuels reduction strategies i nto existing vegetation
management plans on public lands.

The Multhomah County CWPP will improve upon historical fi re planning efforts by facilitating a
county-wide approach to determine wildfire hazards, implement best practices for wildfi re
prevention, and strengthen emergency response capabilities in the event of a wildfire.
