BACKGROUND
As part of the Oregon Department of Transportation’s (ODOT)’s commitment to complete required projects, registration under this RFQ will be used to expand outreach and outsourcing efforts by providing contracting opportunities for state-funded projects to small business entities including, but not limited to, Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE), Emerging Small Businesses (ESB), Minority Business Enterprises (MBE), Women Business Enterprises (WBE), and businesses owned by disabled veterans.  The SCPC will assist in building effective working relationships, and allow contractors to benefit from the knowledge and experience of working as prime contractors on ODOT construction projects.
REGISTRATION SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS & TIMELINES
Registration applications for inclusion on the list of contractors eligible for contract awards under the statewide program will be accepted through November 30, 2012.

All contractors proposing to perform services under the SCPC program for ODOT must complete the registration documents available on the Oregon Procurement Information Network (ORPIN): http://orpin.oregon.gov/open.dll/welcome.

Via email, OPO will confirm receipt of registration forms and will notify registrants of the Work Types for which they have been registered. It is the responsibility of all registrants to notify OPO with any changes to their company’s information.

Contractors must complete and submit ALL PARTS of the ODOT SCPC registration form to be considered responsive to this RFQ.  All RFQ responses will be reviewed and evaluated by ODOT.  ODOT may validate the qualifications of any contractor under consideration; may require confirmation of information furnished by a contractor; and may require additional evidence of qualifications to perform the work described in this RFQ.  ODOT reserves the right, in its sole and absolute discretion and without recourse by any contractor, to take any of the following actions:
· Reject any or all registration submittals;

· Issue a new RFQ;

· Cancel, modify or withdraw the RFQ.
ODOT reserves the right to determine whether an applicant has met the responsibility standards identified in ORS 279B.110(2) or ORS 279C.375(3), as applicable to the different Work Types.  ODOT also reserves the right to consider or reconsider an applicant’s responsibility at the time of selection for or award of a specific contract.

If an applicant is notified by ODOT that its request to be registered with the program (or for a particular Work Type) has been denied, the applicant will have five business days following the date of such notice to submit a written protest of its exclusion from the registration list (or exclusion from a particular Work Type) to Debbie Janke at the address noted above (e-mail is acceptable).  ODOT will not consider protests submitted after this deadline.  The written protest must provide information demonstrating why the applicant is qualified and should be included on the registration list for the types of services specified in the registration submittal.  ODOT will process timely-submitted protests and notify the applicant of its decision via email.

Accepted applicants will be added to the SCPC database by Work Type(s).  See Part 3 of the Registration Form for the list of Work Types. 
ODOT anticipates awarding multiple contracts to companies with values not exceeding $100,000.00 per contract, but makes no guarantee of a contract or a specific amount of work to be provided.  

SELECTION PROCESS
Following is a synopsis of the contractor selection process for contract awards:
1. ODOT staff identifies a construction contracting need and develops the project plans, specifications, bid items and estimate.
2. ODOT searches the SCP database to identify contractors registered for the required work type(s).
3. If three or fewer registered contractors are identified ODOT will invite all those contractors to submit bids.
4. If more than three registered contractors are identified ODOT will invite at least three of those contractors to submit bids using one or more of the following selection criteria: 
· Contractors that have no existing contracts (whether goods and trades, personal services, or construction contracts) as a prime contractor with ODOT, at the time of notification of bid opportunity
· Contractors that are located in close proximity to the project
· Contractors with specific project or work experience as deemed responsive to ODOT needs.  .
5. ODOT accepts bids and reviews for completeness, verifying that contractors have the ability to meet insurance requirements for the project.

6. ODOT awards the contract to the contractor that submits the bid most advantageous to ODOT, based on the criteria outlined in the Invitation to Bid.
7. No work will begin until a contract is signed by ODOT and the contractor, insurance certificates are received, and the appropriate Notice to Proceed (NTP) is issued by ODOT.
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
