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RULE SUMMARY 
 
Amended OAR 735-076-0005 clarifies that a report submitted to DMV to report a physical or mental impairment affecting driving 
ability or dangerous or unsafe driving behaviors must be in writing and that such a report submitted by police or a judge is not 
confidential and a copy may be released to the person who is the subject of the report pursuant to a Public Record request. 
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
