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RULE SUMMARY 
 
DMV has included the new statutory term “parking identification card” to refer to the identification card DMV issues without a 
photograph, and has made the card valid for eight years, rather than four years. 
 
Other amendments include (1) clarification that while Oregon Income Tax Returns may be used as proof of residency or domicile, an 
Oregon Tax Return for a Nonresident (Form 40N) cannot; (2) confirmation that a person whose driving privileges are suspended 
because he or she committed a fraudulent or unlawful act in applying for or using a driver license, driver permit or identification card 
may not be issued a hardship permit; and (3) updates to statutory references and other changes for clarity. 
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
