This rulemaking implements Chapter 810, Oregon Laws 2007 (SB 566) which amended ORS 811.590, in part, to extend the period 
Sno-Park permits are required in order to park a vehicle in a winter recreation parking area under ORS 810.170. The extended period 
begins November 1, 2008. 
 
DMV amended OAR 735-080-0000 to delete reference to "November 15” and replace it with “November 1.” The amendment will 
conform DMV’s rule to the law change. Other, non-substantive changes are made to improve readability. 
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
