Add curb extensions, median islands and streetscaping features to intersection of Main Street (State Hwy 1001) and Via Athena

The intersection of State Hwy 1001 and Via Athena is downtown Herculaneum’s “prime corner,” yet it is dominated by high-speed traffic as motorists turn from Via Roma to the state hwy NB in the morning, and the pattern reverses with the evening commute. This makes it difficult and potentially dangerous for pedestrians to cross at those times. The curb extensions and median island will have multiple benefits for pedestrians: they will shorten the total crossing distance, slow turning traffic, and provide a refuge for pedestrians. The landscaping will enhance the look and feel of our downtown.

ODOT has jurisdiction over the state highway





Yes, state highway 1001 is slated for a surface preservation overlay project in the summer of 2009. We hope to have this project completed by the spring of 2009, so the ODOT overlay project can proceed. We have talked to the local ODOT District office about having ODOT incorporate the intersection improvement into their project; if this is not possible, we will build the improvement under separate contract. We will coordinate with ODOT to ensure the design meets their standards. 





People who shop and work downtown; it also provides a link for residents to the post office.





The Peloponnese Transit System bus stops at the NE quadrant of this intersection; patrons must cross the street to access this stop; the curb extensions will help transit users cross the street.











The intersection of State Hwy 1001 and Via Athena is downtown Herculaneum’s prime corner. Established businesses are housed in historic buildings at each corner. It once was, and could be again the busting commercial center of our town. But since 1962, when the state highway was rerouted over Main Street, traffic controls were changed to give the right of way to through traffic on the highway. This means drivers can speed around the corner unimpeded.





This project will reestablish this corner as place to slow down, linger and even stop and explore. Pedestrians will feel safer crossing the street, enhancing the business climate.





Streetscaping features will be selected to match the historic character of the buildings: benches, street lamps, bike racks etc.





The landscaping will be selected to ensure the right combination of aesthetic qualities, low maintenances and safety (so it won’t obscure pedestrians). The Urban Forestry grant will fund this portion of the project.





The local Chamber of Commerce and the local Historical Society enthusiastically support this project, as it provides safety and improves the quality of our urban core.





This is primarily a pedestrian safety and accommodation project; however, it will be possible to provide bike racks on one or more of the curb extensions.





No, it is a complete and integrated intersection improvement.
