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PURPOSE 
Modified to increase the similarity between the discipline specific title blocks.  
 
GUIDANCE 
New title blocks will be used for all plans that will have bid openings after January 1, 
2007. 
 
DEFINITIONS 
Technical Leadership Team (TLT):  Its work is predominantly focused on technical 
project development elements and on construction support elements. The Technical 
Services Manager/Chief Engineer is the team leader. Membership includes the 
Technical Services managers located centrally, the Tech Center Managers from each of 
the five Regions, the Office of Project Delivery’s Technical Center Manager, and the 
ODOT Procurement Officer. 
 
CAD Standards Committee:  The CAD Standards Committee (CSC) is a standing sub-
committee, defining and maintaining ODOT CAD standards. The CSC is a sub-
committee of the Engineering Automation Steering Committee (EASC), and derives 
their authority from the EASC. The EASC has final approval authority for any decisions 
recommended by the CSC. 
 
Tech Centers:  Each of the five Regions in Oregon, plus the Office of Project Delivery 
has a Tech Center Manager. Each is responsible for developing and managing the 
technical and engineering design for the delivery of projects located within the Region 
or, in the case of OPD, for the OTIA program. Engineering and technical staff at the 
Tech Centers include Bridge, Geo-Environmental, Right of Way, Roadway, and Traffic 
Engineering. 
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BACKGROUND/REFERENCE 
Technical Services was requested by the Tech Centers to reduce the differences in the 
title blocks for each discipline. The Technical Leadership Team (TLT) formed a task 
force to look at the differences between each discipline, with a focus on sheet size, 
sheet border, and title blocks. The task force determined that the sheet size and border 
won’t change. A close look at the title blocks revealed several minor changes that will 
help simplify sheet drafting. 
 
EXPLANATION 
The new title blocks for Roadway, Geo, Hydro, and Traffic provide common information 
at common locations. Bridge has simplified their title blocks from six versions down to 
one. The Bridge title block is for a “D” size sheet. The task force also created a location 
on the plan sheet for Region, Unit, or Consultant information to be placed. The area 
created is common in size for all disciplines, and will encourage the formation of cell 
logos for this purpose. This will enable a person to quickly look at a plan sheet and 
determine the contact information for questions. 
 
RESPONSIBILITIES 
Each discipline is responsible for modifying their drafting guidelines and/or manuals. 
The Automation Engineer will ensure the new title blocks are delivered in the CAD 
workspace to all CAD users by this date. 
 
ACTION REQUIRED 
All designers and drafters will use the new title blocks on all plan sheets for projects that 
will be let for bid after January 1, 2007. Consultant Project Managers (CPM’s) are to 
ensure they convey this information to each consultant. 
 
SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS 
The new title blocks will be used on all plan sets that will be let after January 1, 2007. 
The Contract Plans Development Guide, ODOT Signal Design Manual, and Bridge 
Design and Drafting Manual will show the usage of the new title blocks by this date, in 
their electronic versions. Hard copy versions will be updated as scheduled for each 
manual or guide. 
 
An explanation page for each discipline’s title block is included with this tech bulletin by 
attachment.
