The Burnside Bridge, built in 1926, is a double-leaf bascule drawspan. The bascule system for the bridge was designed by Joseph B. Straus, designer of the Golden Gate Bridge in San Francisco, CA. The principal Engineer for this project was noted engineer, Gustav Lindenthal. The turreted operator's housings are cantilevered from the main piers on arched corbel tables, and feature Art-Deco inspired details, with Mediterranean tile roofing. Spindle-type balustrade railings contribute to the aesthetic appeal of this bridge as well.
