The Marquam Bridge, otherwise known as Interstate 5 Bridge was completed in 1966. The bridge carries traffic on two decks, which are stacked vertically, supported by trusses. The bridge is not designed to carry pedestrian or bicycle traffic. Public reaction to the design of this structure was unfavorable, and, as a result, a design-review process lead to the design of the next highway bridge: the Fremont Bridge.
