
Willamette River (Ross Island) Bridge

Completed in 1926, the Ross Island Bridge is the only cantilever deck truss bridge in Oregon. The 1,819-foot long cantilever truss contains a 535-foot main span, with twenty-nine approach spans. The entire length of the structure is over 3,700 feet. Although the main span appears to be a steel deck arch, it is in fact a cantilever truss. It was designed by internationally recognized consulting engineer Gustav Lindenthal, and constructed by Booth and Pomeroy. The spindle-type balustrade railings contribute to the aesthetic appeal of the Ross Island Bridge.
