The Sellwood Bridge is one continuous Warren deck truss composed of four main spans, with a total length of over 1000 feet. This bridge was the first non-movable bridge constructed on the lower Willamette River, and it was completed in 1925. Gustav Lindenthal, a noted bridge designer from New York, was the designer of this bridge, as well as 2 other Portland Bridges constructed in the mid 20's.
