Brookwood Parkway Interchange Project Nearing Design Completion

The U.S. 26 Brookwood Parkway/Helvetia Interchange project,
a JTA project (see reverse for details), will reduce congestion, improve safety

and freight mobility, and increase economic development opportunities in the

interchange area. Elements include:

¢ Constructing a new westbound U.S. 26 to southbound Brookwood Parkway
exit loop ramp

¢ Reconstructing the westbound U.S. 26 entrance ramp

¢ Installing an additional northbound travel lane on the Brookwood Parkway
overcrossing and widening the structure to accommodate an additional
future southbound lane over U.S. 26.

¢ Extending the northbound right-turn lane from Brookwood Parkway to
eastbound U.S. 26

¢ Enhancing bicycle and pedestrian accommodations within the interchange
area

The project is nearing design completion. Construction is planned to begin in
late 2013 and to be complete in 2015.

In conjunction with the U.S. 26: Brookwood Parkway/Helvetia Interchange

project, ODOT, the City of Hillsboro and Washington County completed an

Interchange Area Management Plan (IAMP).

The purpose of the IAMP is to:

¢ Support the JTA Brookwood Parkway/Helvetia Interchange project;

+ Support ongoing and future City of Hillsboro and Washington County
transportation, land use, and economic development planning efforts in
and around the study area; and

+ Protect the future function of the Brookwood Parkway/Helvetia
interchange.

The IAMP was adopted fall 2012 and can be found on the project website.
