Weekend lane and ramp closures

Maintenance work closes lanes on S.E. 82" Ave. and the Fairview Pkwy. on-ramp to |-84

Oregon Department of Transportation crews will perform various maintenance activities this

weekend causing the following closures:

¢ Starting at 9 p.m. Friday, Oct. 9, through, 6 a.m. Monday, Oct. 12, S.E. 82" Avenue
will be reduced to one lane in each direction between S.E. Ambler Road and
Oregon Highway 224. Crews will close the southbound lanes of S.E. 82" Ave. to
perform maintenance on the bridge crossing Mt. Scott Creek. Southbound traffic will use

one of the two northbound lanes. Motorists should expect congestion and delays.

¢ Sunday, Oct. 11, from 6 a.m. to noon, ODOT crews will close the Fairview Parkway
on-ramp to Interstate 84 westbound. The closure will allow crews to perform barrier
and fence repair along the on-ramp. The N.E. 238™ Avenue and N.E. 181 Avenue on-

ramps to 1-84 westbound will remain open.

Please travel with caution through these areas and be alert to crews and equipment on

the roadway.
