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US101: Beverly Beach - Alsea Bay Bridge
Project location

This project is located on US101 between Beverly Beach and the Alsea Bay Bridge at Waldport. There are three parts to the project:

MP 134.08-139.11 (Beverly Beach to the north end of Newport)
MP 146.9 – 153.2 (Approx. Lost Creek recreation area south through Seal Rock)

MP 154.7-155.25 (North end of the Alsea Bay Bridge extending north about a half mile)
Project purpose 

This is a pavement preservation project. 
Project Description

The project will upgrade the older pavement on US 101 by removing a layer of the old asphalt and replacing it with a layer of new asphalt. A small slide will also be repaired north of the Alsea Bay Bridge. Sections of newer pavement will not be replaced.

Why the project is needed

Thousands of cars, trucks, and motor homes move through this corridor on a regular basis. The wear and tear on the roadway is beginning to show, and could unravel quickly if nothing is done.
Current Status

The project is has been designed and the apparent low bidder is High Desert Aggregate and Paving with a bid of $3,385,814. Construction is expected to begin in summer of 2013 and be completed by the end of the summer.
