Project purpose 

The purpose of this project is to reduce rust and corrosion on the bridge.
Project Description

The project will remove the rust and paint the upper spans of the bridge (inside and out), as well as the bridge pedestrian rail and other areas that were not painted in the last painting project two years ago.
Why the project is needed

Corrosion and rust are common in the salt water environment of the Oregon Coast. The bridge is in need of a new coat of paint to preserve the bridge and ensure that it remains a functional and beautiful icon of the city of Waldport.
Current Status

The project has been designed and ODOT is in the process of procuring a contractor. Construction is expected to begin in summer of 2013, and should be completed by the end of the summer.
