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OR 58: Deception Cr. Bridge Girder Strengthening
Project location

· The Deception Creek bridge project is located in Lane County on Willamette Highway Route 58 at mile point 30.76.
Project background and need
· Highway 58 is a freight route, maintaining the bridge without a restricted load rating is of high economic importance to the state.
· The bridge is currently in good condition but it was constructed in 1953 with less reinforcement than is required for today’s heavier loads.  If strengthening is not done the bridge would need to have a vehicle load restriction placed on it.
Construction overview
· The structure will be strengthened through the use of fiber reinforced polymer (FRP) strips that will be bonded to the concrete beams.
· Containment will be used during construction activities to eliminate environmental impacts.
· During construction the contractor will need to intermittently use flaggers to close a single lane of highway traffic, lane restrictions could create delays from 5 to 15 minutes.
