RECOMMENDATIONS

e In order to be compatible with the community it serves and the area through which it
passes, Hwy 199 east of Dowell Road should be a “Boulevard” type facility with a
35-mph posted speed and appropriate landscaping.

o The ODOT “Expressway” designation applied to this section of Hwy 199 should be
modified or changed to be compatible with this type of facility generally, and with
the recommended improvements specifically.
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Widen Hwy 199 to 3 lanes in each direétion.

Extend turn lanes at Ringuette intersection as appropriate,
while minimizing property impacts and maintaining existing access.

Signalize Ringuette/Union intersection.

Retain full signalization at Fairgrounds Road until mutually acceptable
Fairgrounds access/circulation improvements can be identified and built.

Identify mutually acceptable access/circulation improvements by July, 2008.

After Fairgrounds access/circulation improvements are made, remove signal

and retain right in/right out access only.

Identify and implement “interim” safety improvements for the existing
Fairgrounds Road intersection.

Improve “West Y” intersections (Redwood Ave/Hwy 199/Allen Creek Road):

Retain Redwood Ave in its existing alignment west of Hwy 199.
Retain/improve Redwood Avenue/Hwy 199 at-grade signalized intersection
(prohibit/prevent left turns from eastbound Hwy 199 to Redwood Ave; allow
all other movements).

Retain/improve Allen Creek Rd/Hwy 199 at-grade signalized intersection
(prohibit/prevent left turns from southbound Allen Creek Rd to eastbound
Hwy 199; allow all other movements).

Signalize Allen Creek Rd/Redwood Ave intersection (allow all movements).
Widen Allen Creek Rd between Redwood Ave and Hwy 199 as necessary to
provide adequate queue storage and intersection capacity.

Extend Schutzwohl Rd west to connect to Dowell Rd, and construct a new
connection between Schutzwohl Rd, Hwy 199, and Redwood Ave (at or near
McDonald Lane).

Long-range elements (to be developed/constructed when needed/justified):

grade-separate Ringuette/Hwy 199 and Fairgrounds/Hwy 199

(Hwy 199 mainline under Ringuette and Fairgrounds).

grade-separate Allen Creek Rd/Hwy 199 (Hwy 199 mainline under Allen
Creek Rd).

construct eastbound Redwood Ave ﬂyovér ramp to eastbound Hwy 199.
