Project Components

e Replace or repair existing sidewalks along 1% Street and Main Street (see map)

e Construct new sidewalks and paths along Main Street, Broadway Street, 3" Street and adjacent to the
fairgrounds (see map)

e Construct ADA compliant sidewalk ramps along 1% Street and Main Street (see map)
Improve the pedestrian crossing at the intersection of Washington Street and OR19/OR 218, and install
traffic control measures that will reduce traffic speeds

¢ Install city gateway signs on OR 19 (east and west of town) and OR 218

Why this project is needed

Many of the existing sidewalks in town are cracking and crumbling and need to be repaired. Other areas do
not have sidewalks or paved paths, forcing people to walk in the street. Very few intersections have ramps
that allow elderly or people with disabilities to access sidewalks. All of these make it difficult for local residents
and visitors to access businesses, schools and local attractions.

At the intersection of Washington Street and OR 19 and OR 218 it is difficult for pedestrians to safely cross to
and from downtown. Speeds on OR 19 are also a concern to many local residents using the side streets to
access the highway.

What is being proposed

The City of Fossil, Wheeler County and ODOT have identified a number of sidewalk, trail and highway
improvements that will make the town more accessible for residents and visitors, while also providing greater
access to the trails and path systems that have been envisioned by the Fossil Heritage Trail Committee and
the community for exercise and recreation. These improvements are outlined on the map and accompanying
description.
