*REMINDER* - UTILITY INFORMATION REQUEST



«PROJECT NAME»
On «Date» the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) Region 1 Survey Unit, in accordance with Chapter 952, Division 1 of Oregon Administrative Rules (OAR), requested utility design information for the project identified above.  The request was processed through the Oregon Utility Notification Center (OUNC) and the locate ticket number is «Ticket Number».

OAR 952-01-80, Operators to Respond to Notifications Requesting Design Information, states:
Within ten (10) business days after a designer notifies the Oregon Utility Notification Center of a proposed project, the operator of the underground facilities shall:

(1) Mark with reasonable accuracy all of its locatable underground facilities within the area of proposed excavation. All marks shall indicate the name, initials or logo of the operator of the underground facilities, and the width of the facility if it is greater than two (2) inches;

(2) Provide the excavator the best description available to the operator of the unlocatable underground facilities in the area of the proposed excavation including as-constructed drawings, or other facility maps that are maintained by the facility operator; or
(3) Contact the person requesting design information and agree on a time, prior to the beginning of the proposed project, for exchange of the information required under paragraph (1) or paragraph (2) of this rule.
As of this date ODOT Region 1 has not received information in accordance with Section «provide # or #'s» for your facilities within the proposed project area, nor has a meeting as described in Section 3 been requested.  (If this is incorrect and information has been provided please contact me by phone at the number provided above.)

ODOT again requests that you, as a utility operator within the state of Oregon subject to the provisions of OAR 952-01, comply with our previous request for information within 14-days of the date of this reminder.  If you have questions, or there are circumstances preventing your compliance that I should be aware of, please contact me as soon as possible.

This correspondence is intended to serve as a reminder and hopefully will initiate a timely and positive response to the previous request for information.  Should that not be the case ODOT may be forced to notify the OUNC of such and consider filing a complaint with the Oregon Public Utility Commission.
