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1.  Does the new Specification Change Request Process replace the process described in TSB09-02(B) which is used for concurrence with project-specific Special Provisions?
No.  The new Specification Change Request process only applies to modifications being made to the Standard Specifications or Boilerplate Special Provisions which are not tied to a specific project.  Any project-specific changes made to existing Specifications (other than Section 00100’s and Unique Specifications) are still listed on the Special Provision Summary form, 734-2798.

2.  Does the new process apply to Specifications being modified or for new Specifications being written for Contract Change Orders?

No.  Specifications written specifically for Contract Change Orders (CCO’s), need to be developed following the Change Order process outlined in the ODOT Construction Manual, Chapter 15. However, any modifications to the Section 00100’s, or any legal requirements added to Sections 00200 – 03000 for inclusion in the CCO, must still have legal sufficiency review and approval from the Department of Justice (DOJ) as required by ODOT’s class exemption.  The ODOT Specification Unit can provide assistance and guidance on the development of Specification modifications or new Specifications and with obtaining DOJ review and approval when required.
