Software Upgrade (Dennis)

Workstation GIS software upgrades to 9.3.1 continue with FSU reporting that most Priority 1 customers having received their update.  Computer registry issues resulting from the initial uninstall continues to slow progress and frustrate users. FSU is working to identify and correct these issues. Significant progress is being reported on regional Priority 2 installs. Upon completion of Priority 1 installs and TOCS testing GIS production servers will receive their 9.3.1 upgrade. EDMS (Phil)

The EDMS program is currently in its final week of hosting Region 1 RAZ meetings. The meetings are on schedule to publish and distribute Region 1 maps in early Spring 2010. The Region 1 Tech Center Environmental Unit withdrew from workshop participation due to workloads and immediate demands within project delivery. The Geo-environmental section’s natural resource unit staff participated in place of the Region Environmental Coordinators. ODF&W participated in the meetings and expressed concerns regarding this substitution. Following a joint project debrief with ODOT GIS later this year any ongoing issues in this matter will be addressed to Office of Maintenance by ODF&W. 

The Region 2 maps have returned from printers and are being assembled for final distribution. There were unexpected delays in printing but distribution of all binders is expected later this week. 

Field data collection support for slowing as winter approaches and this provides an opportunity to return staff to application development efforts to support Geo-environmental annual projects and reports. The first module for archaeology support is currently in review with ODOT archaeology staff. This includes an Access database for recording team and project work activities and a web application for government to government discussions.

Map production is currently underway for the upcoming Region 4 RAZ workshops in Spring 2010.
