ArcGIS 9.2.6 to 9.3.1 Migration
· Beginning with 9.3.0 ESRI replaces the Microsoft renderer with its own to increase graphic display performance time.
· A small number of the GIS Unit workstations have already migrated to ArcGIS 9.3.x for testing migration.  
· The installation of 9.3.0 and even Service Pack 1 (SP1 or version 9.3.1) are large installs that cannot be performed remotely. 
· The most direct migration path from 9.2.6 to 9.3.1 needs consideration
Desktop Migration Issues:
· Many versions of ArcGIS 8x, 9x deployed across ODOT. An assessment of individual user needs is recommended prior to deploying 9.3.x on user’s machine
· Displays of. mxd files from 9.3.0 by 9.2.6 for hardcopy map production were not satisfactory for recent RES/RAZ production. 9.3.1 is reported to fix this issue. One example where older versions we are currently backloading to 9.2.6 for a business need. Other existing map documents, scripts, and models might have similar backwards compatibility issues.
· Customized ODOT training uses ODOT GUI with 9.2.x therefore training center would be advised to received a later phased roll-out
Server Migration Issues:
· Following 9.3.x release - ESRI advises to migrate workstations before servers
· Currently GIS contractors are developing ArcGIS Server applications in ArcGIS 9.3.x in anticipation of the new platform
· Production migration to ArcGIS 9.3.x is also timed to follow hardware replacement
Licensing Management Issues:
· Need IS support in managing the scale and diversity of licenses for ArcGIS workstation deployments across the enterprise
