A Guide to locating Technical Services Guidance 

All guidance documents (Advisories, Bulletins, Directives) use the same numbering system.  By accessing the Technical Services Guidance Page on the Internet http://www.oregon.gov/ODOT/HWY/TECHSERV/technicalguidance.shtml   you will find guidance listed by type of guidance (Advisory, Bulletin, or Directive) and then listed in groups by discipline.  The information on the Technical Services Guidance Page also includes the Guidance Number, Guidance Title, Effective Date of the guidance, and when the guidance was last updated.    
If you don’t know the guidance number .  .  .  .

Step 1. Determine whether the guidance you are looking for is a Directive, Bulletin, or an Advisory.

Step 2.  Go to the Technical Services Guidance Page at http://www.oregon.gov/ODOT/HWY/TECHSERV/technicalguidance.shtml
Step 3.  Click on the links to Directive, Bulletin, or Advisory.

Step 4.  Within that subgroup, scroll to find the discipline that generated the guidance.

Step 5.  Scroll through that discipline guidance to find the document you are looking for.

If you only have the guidance number .  .  .  .

Here is how to read the guidance number, then follow the steps outlined in Column 1. The guidance final number tells you which discipline owns the guidance and the year in which the guidance was signed.  Disciplines are assigned the following code when numbering their guidance:

TSB = Technical Services

AM = Access Management

BR = Bridge

CO = Construction

GE = Geo-Environmental

OPS = Branch Operations

RD = Roadway

TR = Traffic

RW = Right of Way

The final number also includes the total number of a particular type of guidance (Directive, Bulletin, Advisory) each discipline has published that year to date as well as what type of guidance it is: a (D)irective, (B)ulletin, or an (A)dvisory. 

As an examble: 
GE06-04(B) indicates a Geo-Environmental (GE) Bulletin (B). This guidance was implemented in 2006 (06) and is the 4th (04) piece of guidance (Directive, Bulletin, or Advisory) from the Geo-Environmental Section for 2006.
