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Application Packet
The passage of House Bill 5036, Oregon Law 2007 Chapter 746, Section 23, established the Oregon Streetcar Project Fund to use proceeds from lottery bonds as a funding source for the Oregon Department of Transportation to award grants to municipalities. The purpose of the program is to fund the purchase of newly constructed rail fixed-guideway streetcars from an Oregon-based and Oregon-owned manufacturer of streetcars. The applicant must be an operator of a public transit system that includes streetcars that are available to the public. The project should result in creation or maintenance of jobs with Oregon manufacturers of streetcars. There will be up to $20 million dollars of lottery backed revenue available for this project.  
Program Elements
The Public Transit Division’s Oregon Streetcar Project Fund application is designed specifically for Oregon municipalities. A grant applicant must use this application when applying for 2008 Oregon Streetcar Project Fund Program funding.  Potential applicants should read the following:
A.
Eligible Applicants
The Oregon Streetcar Project Fund Program is a statewide, competitive grant program for municipalities, as defined in ORS 285B.410, to provide for the purchase of streetcars used in public transit systems. Applicants may include an Oregon city or county, the Port of Portland, a county service district organized under ORS chapter 451, a district as defined in ORS 198.101, a tribal council of a federally recognized Indian tribe in this state, or an airport district organized under ORS chapter 838.. 
B.
Eligible Use of Program Funds:
Oregon Streetcar Project Funds may only be used for the purchase of newly constructed streetcars from an Oregon-based and Oregon-owned manufacturer, to be used as part of a public transit system operated by the applicant and available to the public.  For the purposes of this program, “Streetcar” means a transit vehicle designed for local transportation operated on a rail fixed-guideway, powered by electricity usually received from an overhead electric wire.

C.
Program Requirements
Grant recipients must agree to assist the Oregon Department of Transportation to study the effects of grants funded in the program regarding the creation or maintenance of jobs in Oregon. Reporting requirements will include data collection for this activity, and will be specified in the statement of work for the project.  

D.
Statewide Project Selection
Projects will be awarded through a statewide competitive selection process.  The Public Transit Division will review, score and rank the project applications and submit funding recommendations to the Director of the Oregon Department of Transportation for final approval. 
Project Scoring Criteria and Considerations

The following information and scoring criteria will be used to score and rate project applications for Oregon Streetcar Project Fund Program.

a.
Project Meets Program Requirements (maximum - 20 points): The project should be for the express purpose of purchasing newly constructed rail fixed-guideway streetcars from an Oregon-based and Oregon-owned manufacturer. Project application should clearly state the program requirements, and demonstrate how the project is consistent with the objectives of the Oregon Streetcar Project Fund Program.

b.
Considerations (maximum - 60 points): The applicant should demonstrate its institutional capability to carry out the service delivery aspect of the project as described. Applicants must provide a well-defined service description that addresses the measures established for the Oregon Streetcar Project Fund Program:  

1) Whether the purchase of Streetcars as contemplated in the project will result in the creation or maintenance of jobs with Oregon-based and Oregon-owned Manufacturers of Streetcars. 

2) Whether the proposed Streetcars are accessible. Facilities and vehicles used in the provision of public transportation services must be in compliance with 42 U.S.C. Sections 12101 et seq. and DOT regulations, “Transportation Services for Individuals with Disabilities (ADA),” 49 CFR Part 37; and Joint Architectural and Transportation Barriers Compliance Board (ATBCB)/DOT regulations, “Americans with Disabilities (ADA) Accessibility Specifications for Transportation Vehicles,” 36 CFR Part 1192 and 49 CFR Part 38. 

3) Whether the Applicant is in compliance with State Safety Oversight requirements and plans.  Streetcar operators must be compliant with 49CFR Part 659 and OAR 741-060-0010 through 741-060-0110

c.
Project Budget (maximum - 20 points):  Applicants must submit a clearly defined budget.

d.
Required Documentation (pass/fail): Applicant must submit the following documents:

1) A copy of its Federal Transit Administration System Safety Program Plan (SSPP) and Security and Emergency Preparedness Plan (SEPP) as required in federal rail/transit fixed guideway program requirements.


2) A copy of its current transportation plan. This plan may be a capital improvement plan, a Metropolitan Planning Organization plan, or a municipal plan adopted by the agency submitting application for funds; whichever has the best information regarding the project.


DEADLINE FOR APPLICATION SUBMISSION.  TWO applications (original and one copy) must be postmarked by July 25, 2008. Applications must be submitted directly to ODOT, Public Transit Division.
