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Chris: 
 
That’s a good question and one we still have ourselves should the COIV or Flex Funds 
not be successful. Due to the FCC mandate looming ahead of us in January 2013, we will 
have to pull resources from our general fund to be in compliance and at least replace 
the base radios units in the buses and paratransit fleet. Then we will continue to look for 
additional resources to complete the project as we have scoped out to accomplish 
greater communication coverage and quality.  
 
There are no other funding sources dedicated toward this project at this time, it’s not in 
our budget. If we are not successful RVTD will use general fund monies that would 
otherwise go toward transit service‐ or we would need to amend current projects that 
are otherwise moving forward. This project has not been successful with two other 
grant opportunities (2011 SGR and 2010 Flex Funds) and so we downsized the project 
and have taken on additional match responsibility. It’s discouraging to see that a federal 
mandate has become this difficult to achieve. We are still hopeful and would appreciate 
of any assistance we can receive.
