Reports and Demonstrations 


OR-Trans data
Chad reported on the number of records that are now “operational” in the database.  These records represent a sole depiction of each road from the available (duplicate) representations of data.

Currently data is available via posting to the ODOT ftp site and download.  Development of the data portal will provide web download capability.


Data Sharing Agreements
Brett reported that the initial contract w/ GeoSolve has resulted in 16 of the 18 counties under the contract signing the agreement that allows public distribution of road centerline data.  That represents 19 of the 21 PSAP.

The contract was amended to include an additional two counties and the Warm Springs Indian Reservation.  A map graphic was displayed of the current status.


Data QAQC
Chad reported that a pilot project w/ BLM, USFS and USGS was conducted about a year ago to determine the feasibility of creating “agreement points” to “edge match” the linework form adjacent datasets.  Approximately 600 points were designated in the north Deschutes County area where BLM and USFS would modify their data to the county data. 

It was determined that a more efficient approach of modifying data w/in OR-Trans would produce an edge matched dataset sooner than through the agreement point process.  In addition to the modified data, OR-Trans would also retain the original linework incase that data was preferred over the modified version for data downloads.  

A white paper proposing the change was introduced.
OR-Trans and value added data
Chad reported that ODOT continues to develop “value added” data to OR-Trans data.  This data includes state-wide crash data, snapped to the local road alignments.  Federal functional class data associated with the local linework in event form.  And the development of a online SPIS tool foc local jurisdictions.  Maps showing functional class were displayed that showed the improved accuracy of the FC dataset using local road centerlines as the base linework to geocode the FC data onto.


Pooled Fund
Brett reported that the Pooled Fund project is now complete.  We received application code, database design and documentation for the “Check-in/Check-out” web site for transportation centerline data..  Some of the design has considered and referenced in the OSU road centerline data portal.


OR-Trans Portal
Kuuipo and Marc presented the OSU road centerline data portal.  OSU solicited feedback and attendees offered comments on additional reference data and ways to handle data downloads over a certain size.
