	Summarized Purpose & Objectives

This project builds on existing ODOT directives to differentially regulate highway access permits in urban and rural areas. The Access Management Program requires a tool to identify the milepost intersections with urban boundaries.  Currently, the access management permit specialists rely on site visits and visual identifiers to delineate urban and rural access permits.  The boundaries between these areas are more clearly defined by the Dept. of Land Conservation and Development designation of urban unincorporated communities.

GIS is the preferred tool for enabling spatial overlay decision-making.  Having the data available for analysis through GIS is extremely important to the development of the Access Management Permit Program.  By defining boundaries (polygons), permit specialist can assign an area as urban or rural easily and in accordance with the State planning definition provided in the Designation of Community Areas provided in OAR 660-022-0010.  The request for these boundaries has come from the Access Management Program.  This project will complete approx. 15 communities.
