LOBBY LAW CHANGE NOTICE
Important changes have occurred in lobby registration and reporting procedures to reflect legislative and administrative action.  Additional information will be distributed when available and will also be posted on our website for your convenience.  The changes noted here are a summary only and will be effective beginning January 1, 2008.  Please read this notice carefully.  

· The Government Standards and Practices Commission has changed its name to Oregon Government Ethics Commission and has relocated to 3218 Pringle Rd. SE, Suite 220, Salem, OR  97302-1544.

· The Ethics Commission will be moving to an electronic filing system for registrations and expenditure reporting.  Although that process will not be fully operational for a while yet, we are incorporating some changes to the forms and procedures now that will help us in a smooth transition later.

· Lobbyist expenditure reports will now be filed on a quarterly basis, with the report due on the 15th of the month following each quarter.
· The annual entity expenditure report has also been replaced by a client/employer quarterly expenditure report that will be due on the 15th of the month following each quarter.

· The content of the lobbyist expenditure report has changed:

· Requires the reporting of all moneys expended for food, refreshment and entertainment (with specific limitations on entertainment).
· Requires the reporting of expenditures reimbursed by the client/employer being represented and the identity of each client/employer.
· Requires lobbyist to provide itemized reporting of expenditures made on behalf of a legislative or executive official of over $50 on a single occasion.
· The content of the client/employer report has changed:
· Requires the reporting of all moneys expended for lobby-related purposes.
· Requires the listing of all lobbyists registered on behalf of the client/employer and the amounts paid to them.
· Requires the itemization of expenditures made on behalf of a legislative or executive official of over $50 on a single occasion.
· The first lobbyist and client/employer reports under the new law provisions will be due on April 15, 2008.
· Late filing penalties have increased to $10 per day for the first 14 days and $50 per day thereafter to a maximum of $5,000.
Administrative Rules are being developed to address these changes and will be available as soon as possible.
