SPECIAL WORKSESSION MINUTES

February 22, 2008

Chair Judy Stiegler opened the worksession at 11:05 a.m.  The worksession was held in the 2nd Floor Conference Room of the Morrow Crane Building at 3218 Pringle Rd SE, Suite 220, Salem, Oregon. Rule 199-005-0005

(2) The Commission discussed meals and charitable contributions, and amended (b) and (c).
(3) The Commission amended “payer” to “source” and renumbered (3)(d) to (4).
(5) The Commission added a new section to address the need not to provide value to an event that meets an exception.

(1)(b) was split into two sections and the balance was renumbered.

(2)(a) was amended to remove the word “legal”.

(1) The Commission added “of the” after “two”, and added a new sentence regarding travel that meets the requirements.

(2)(d) The Commission added “local” before “statewide”. 

(4)(a) The Commission amended this section to remove the narrow scope regarding fact finding missions, and combined two sentences.

(4)(b) The Commission discussed adding “transportation”, but made no changes.

(4)(d) (E) The Commission added new language to include local authorization for travel.
