PRINCIPLES



The Safety Net Advisory Council was created to provide the Governor and policy makers with specific recommendations for the provision of safety net services to Oregonians who experience barriers to accessing care.  The Safety Net Advisory Council is guided by a set of principles that advance the work of the State and local communities in ensuring comprehensive safety net services to vulnerable people.  The Safety Net Advisory Council’s mission is to educate policy makers and other stakeholders about the value of the health care safety net system in Oregon.

· Patient Centered~ The Safety Net Advisory Council recognizes that safety net patients are the central and foremost concern to any policy position or recommendation. 

· Diverse Providers~ The Safety Net Advisory Council supports all safety net providers in their efforts to deliver care to vulnerable populations.
· Equitable~ The Safety Net Advisory Council supports efforts to eliminate health disparities and promotes equity in health care access and outcomes for vulnerable populations.

· Comprehensive Services~ The Safety Net Advisory Council supports the provision of care that is coordinated, comprehensive and meets physical, behavioral, mental, oral and vision health needs.  

· System Integrated/Community Coordination~ The Safety Net Advisory Council supports community based approaches to care that leverage community resources and collaborate with community stakeholders.
· Transparent~ The Safety Net Advisory Council supports the Governor, state, local policy makers and Oregonians having access to current and meaningful safety net data.

· Quality~ The Safety Net Advisory Council supports alignment of safety net data and transparency efforts with other quality and measurement initiatives throughout the state.

· Infrastructure/Capacity~ The Safety Net Advisory Council supports investments in statewide infrastructure that assists Oregon’s safety net system to collect and report metrics.
