There are several potential system change initiatives that are likely to influence the Problem 
Gambling system this year. Nationally, HR 2906 The Comprehensive Problem Gambling Act, 
has been introduced in the House and soon will be in the Senate. More info is posted here.

At the state level, DHS is reorganizing to provide healthcare reform and weave together health 
and human services. What this means to Problem Gambling Services is not entirely understood 
yet but as this becomes clearer you will begin hearing about it from many perspectives. 
 

At this writing we do not have the latest forecast of deposits to the Problem Gambling Treatment 
Fund. A forecast is due in March and that will determine the budget direction of the second year 
of the biennium.   
 

I want to thank all Directors, Managers, counselors and support staff for all the hard work you do 
each and every day to assist Oregon’s problem gamblers. We still have a vibrant and 
comprehensive system that we can all be proud of. I look forward to “growing” with you the next 
year.   
 

National Conference 
Oregon will be hosting the 2010 NCPG Annual Conference in Portland on June 9-12. Oregon 
PGS has subsidized the registration fees for 100 participants from state-funded programs and/or 
key partner agencies. This will reduce the registration to $75. You will be notified of eligibility 
requirements and how to register for this reduced rate as soon as the process has been finalized. 
This will not apply to the registration fee of $100 for any optional pre-conference workshops 
associated with the Conference.

A significant percentage of agency referrals are from the Problem Gambling Helpline. To keep 
referrals coming in smoothly (and remove barriers for potential clients) be sure your agency’s 
information is current with the helpline by taking the following steps:

2. Contact the helpline to review your agency’s information 
3. Anytime there are any changes at your agency, contact the helpline. This may include 

phone number changes, changes to the intake process, or staffing changes (be sure to also 
update PGS of any staffing or phone number changes).

plans for use of AD 80 (problem gambling prevention) funds that your county receives—that 
omission will be corrected in the next iteration of the online form. For this biennium, therefore,  
you will be asked to follow the normal process for AD 80 funds, i.e. submit a brief AD 80 
implementation plan using a form provided by Problem Gambling Services; you should receive 
that form and the instructions some time in May and plans will be due in June as usual.
