Prevention in Harney County

All across the country, adults are concerned about
healthy development of young people. In searching
for answers to the behavior problems of alcohol
and other drug abuse, delinquency, violence,
school drop out, and teen pregnancy, researchers
have shown there are number of risk factors that
increase the chance of adolescents developing
health and behavior problems and there are
protective factors that give youth resilience to
problems. Oregon supports county and tribal
governments in their strategic plans to prevent
alcohol and drug abuse.

Harney County takes an environmental strategic
approach to providing prevention services for the
entire county - Oregon’s geographically largest -
across 10,228 square miles, which includes the
Burns Paiute Tribe.

Program funding comes from the Harney County
Commission on Children, AD70 funds, Juvenile
Crime Prevention funding, a federal Drug Free
Community Support Program grant, and private
sources, such as the Children’s Trust Fund of
Oregon, Ford Family Foundation, and others.
